September 3, 2013

The Grant County Commission met at 8AM with Commissioners Dummann, Forrette, Stengel and Tucholke present. Commissioner Mann was absent. Vice-Chairman Dummann called the meeting to order. Motion by Stengel and seconded by Forrette to approve the minutes of the August 20, 2013 meeting. Motion carried 4-0.  Minutes filed.  Motion by Tucholke and seconded by Stengel to approve the agenda. Motion carried 4-0.

Members of the public present were Dann Brink, David Nelson, Robert Hicks, James Wohlleber, George Mertens, Paul Anderson and David Kruger.  
Drainage: Vice-Chairman Dummann adjourned the Board of Commissioners and convened the commission acting as the Drainage Board.  Drainage Administrator Krista Atyeo-Gortmaker presented the following permits.

Permit DR 2013-25 for Paul Anderson in the W1/2NW1/4 & W1/2SW1/4 ex Lt H-1 & ex Lt1 Ebsen’s 3rd Subdivision in16-119-48 (Vernon Township) to increase the farmable acres. The NRCS letter is on file and the registered letter receipts from the downstream landowners have been received. Motion by Tucholke and seconded by Forrette to approve permit DR 2013-25. Motion carried 4-0. 
Permit DR2013-26 for Wohlleber Brothers by James Wohlleber is for the N1/2 in 12-120-52 (Mazeppa Township) to increase the farmable acres. The NRCS letter is on file and the signature from the adjoining landowner have been received. Motion by Tucholke and seconded by Stengel to approve permit DR 2013-26. Motion carried 4-0.
Permit DR 2013-27 for Wohlleber Brothers by James Wohlleber is for the NW1/4 in 9-120-52 (Lura Township) to increase the farmable acres. The NRCS letter is on file and the registered letter receipts from the downstream land owners have been received. Motion by Stengel and seconded by Tucholke to approve permit DR2013-27. Motion carried 4-0.
Permit DR 2013-28 for Hicks Brothers by Robert Hicks in the SE1/4 SW1/4 in 17-121-48 (Melrose Township) is to increase the farmable acres and attaching to existing tiling permit DR 2012-51 with the outlet into the creek on Gene Wendland’s land. The registered letter receipts from the downstream land owners have been received. The NRCS letter will be provided to the drainage officer when received by the applicant. Motion by Tucholke and seconded by Forrette to approve permit DR 2013-28. Motion carried 3-1 with Stengel abstaining.
Permit DR 2013-29 for George Mertens in the NW1/4 & SE1/4 in 34-120-49 (Grant Center Township) to increase farmable acres of the cropland. The registered letter receipts from the adjoining land owners have been received. The NRCS letter will be provided to the drainage officer when received by the applicant. This tiling project is being split into two phases with the first phase for 176 acres being considered on this permit application. The second phase will be considered under a different application. The tiling project outlets into a natural run when phase two is completed. Motion by Tucholke and seconded by Stengel to approve permit DR 2013-29. Motion carried 4-0.
Permit DR 2013-30 for David Nelson for all of Section 18 (Farmington Township) to improve farm land that is too wet to farm. The registered letter receipts have been received. The NCRS letter is on file. The signatures from adjoining landowners have been obtained. The outlets go into natural runs. Commissioner Dummann has looked at the project. It was moved by Forrette and seconded by Stengel to approve DR 2013-30. Motion carried 4-0.
Permit DR 2013-31 for David Kruger in the NW1/4 in 7-121-49 (Kilborn Township) is for the addition of tiling started under DR2012-52. Signature of adjoining landowner has been obtained. The project will drain south into a natural run. Motion by Stengel and seconded by Tucholke to approve DR 2013-31. Motion carried 4-0.
This concluded the business for the drainage board. Chairman Mann adjourned the Drainage Board and reconvened the Board of Commissioners.
Highway: Supt Schultz presented right-of-way application ROW 2013-05 from Gary Sonstegard for Sonstegard Cattle Company for directional boring under County Road 9 (AKA 159th St) in Stockholm Township between Sections 28 and 33. Motion by Tucholke and seconded by Stengel to approve ROW 2013-05 as presented. Motion carried 4-0. Supt Schultz requested approval to hire Michael Schaffer for the full time bridge crew position effective today at $14.40 per hour. Motion by Stengel and seconded by Tucholke to approve hiring Michael Schaffer. Motion carried 4-0.

Historical Society: The Commission reviewed a proposed amendment to the Grant County Historical Society by-laws which states if the Historical Society would dissolve, all the assets shall be transferred to the SD Historical Society or any other non-profit association the Board of Directors select subject to final approval by the Board of County Commissioners. The amendment keeps the 501c(3) status of the Society intact and allows the commission to approve the plan for being dissolved. Motion by Tucholke and seconded by Forrette to approve the transfer of the Grant County Carnegie Library property to the Grant County Historical Society contingent upon the Historical Society Board of Directors adopting the proposed amendment to the society’s by-laws. Motion carried 4-0. 

EM: Auditor Layher presented an agreement from EM Director, Sheryl Ward, for the commission’s consideration from The SD Office of EM Citizen Corps Agreement to qualify for a grant award which could be used for the volunteer citizen corp group training and supplies. Motion by Stengel and seconded by Tucholke to authorize Vice-Chairman Dummann to sign the Citizen Corps Grant Agreement for the period of July 1, 2013 to July 31, 2014. Motion carried 4-0. 

2014 Budget Hearing: The published 9AM hearing for the 2014 budget was held with no members of the public present. Present was 4-H Advisor Sara Koepke who requested a change in the budget for next year’s summer help. She is requesting to have one full-time worker for 10 weeks and forgo the work-study program through SDSU. The Commission continued to review proposed changes to revenue and expense in preparation of the final adoption of the 2014 budget to be on September 24 at 9AM. 

Hospital: Jim Gesswein and Natalie Gauer, members of the Hospital Campaign Steering Committee, presented to the commission the vision and building plans of new medical facilities to house the clinic and hospital within a healthcare campus. Information was presented on the community needs, along with health care regulations and a preliminary design plan of the new building. They thanked the commission for their continuing support and to consider a monetary donation towards the building of the new hospital /healthcare campus. No action taken. 
Sheriff: Kevin Owen reported the new inmate phone card system has been installed and working very well.
